Moving on with the Desert Project also includes developing a relationship as neighbors with the
Bedouin tribes around the Beer Sheva area. The style and the concepts of life in the Bedouin
Community haven't changed much since "Abraham Aveiny" (Our Father Abraham).

The elders of our Messianic Congregation are seeking to establish a stable friendly relationship
with our Bedouin neighbors in the area. That allows us to get to know one another and estab-
lish a trust and respect between the leadership of our communities in the Negev .

As Yeshua's disciples, our primarily goal is to be worthy representatives of our Lord and Sav-
ior, Yeshua HaMashiach. This includes not just a verbal presentation of the Gospel, but also a
genuine manifestation of His principals and deeds in the practical life of our young Messianic
Community.

"Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father
in Heaven" Matthew 5:16

We were quite amazed to discover that in spite of apparent cultural differences in our commu-
nities, there are many challenges and concerns that we can relate to. One of these concerns is
a burden for the young people who have no direction in life, and as a result easily fall into drug
or alcohol abuse, as they don't see a worthy goal and mission to pursue in life. Our Bedouin
friend, Camal A. is involved locally with social group seeking to help troubled youth. He truly
shares the concern and burden for the young people in his community. Praise to our Sav-
ior, we do have the solution and answer for this problem! We have introduced to Camal and to
others with him the work and the mission in the name of our Messiah that we are doing over
years among the drug addicts and alcoholics. We witnessed to him about many wonderful
"walking and living testimonies" among us. We told him about the miraculous transformations
of the many lives that have experienced the saving love and power of our Messiah!

Please pray for the continuation of our relationship with these dear people in the name of Ye-
shua, that these connections will bring the Life and Revelation of our Messiah into their lives
and communities.

Yaakov is an older man, and a Holo-
caust survivor. Because of his age and health situation we have been especially diligent with our wit-
ness to this dear Jewish man about the saving news of the Messiah of Israel. Please pray that he will
receive this message of eternal love and salvation through our Lord and Savior, Yeshua Ha
Maschiach, The Blessed Messiah of Israel ...

Please pray for Helena, our new sister in the Lord who
came from Turkmenistan about 12 years ago. Just a few
months ago, Helena and her 16 year old son Arthur were
referred to us by the social service in Tel Aviv. Helena and
Arthur found themselves in a desperate situation without a
place to stay. Helena has been in the hospital for an
extended period of time and her health is still very fragile.
She has been very sick for a long time and because of
that she was not able to support herself and her son. After
being discharged from the hospital, she and her son found
themselves homeless in the streets. As we were trying to
take care of Helena ’s most urgent physical needs, we kept
explaining to her that our Lord is more than willing and
capable of helping her in her most desperate situation. (After all, He is God!) He gives an open
invitation to everyone who is oppressed, needy or in trouble: iCome to me, all you who are
weary and burdened, and | will
give you rest. Take my yoke upon
you and learn from me, for | am
gentle and humble in heart, and
you will find rest for your souls. For
my yoke is easy and my burden is

Praise the Lord that He did open
Helena ’s heart and she came to
repentance and salvation on this
last Day of Pentecost which is es-
pecially significant for us in Israel .

Praise report concerning the Court Case in Beer Sheva

We were formally informed that The Public Office of Persecution in Beer Sheva has finally closed our case after
considering our official explanation on the activities of HLM homeless outreach in Beer Sheva (The Capital of
Negev). As we have shared with you several months ago, the local volunteers of HLM in Israel were ac-
cused of breaking the Law according to Section 174 of Israeli Criminal Act (which determines that anyone who
grants or receives a benefit in courtesy of, or as a reward for a religious conversion is considered criminally
offensive). In the letters sent by HLM office in Israel on behalf of HLM local volunteers we have stated that our
ministry to the poor and needy is a direct response to the commandment of our Lord and Savior Yeshua Ha
Machiach (Jesus Christ) and thus our proclaiming the good news of our Savior (The Gospel) is an act of obedi-
ence to the True Teaching of our Messiah. At the same time, the distribution of material goods to anyone who is
poor and needy is also an act of obedience to the same Teaching. Thus Preaching The Gospel & Serving
The Poor are two separate activities of our groups as Yeshua's disciples and followers. In other words, these
two commitments of our mission are separate and not dependent on one another.

We always emphasize that our distribution of ma-

is also a primary commitment of HLM in Israel .
From the legal perspective this activity is actually
protected by the Israeli civil Law as our civil right
for the freedom of speech and religion. Therefore
as we are seeking to share and explain the saving
news of our Messiah in Israel , we actually exer-
cise our civil rights and freedom. This does not
break or contradict Israeli Civil or Criminal Law in
any way.

All these explanations above were stated in HLM
official letters and apparently were sufficient for the
Public Office of Persecution in Beer Sheva. As a
